Installing a Backup Exchange Server 





Before you begin, to be on the safe side, make sure that the 2 exchange


Servers are using the same service pack for Exchange Server and NT


Server.. We are using Exchange 5.5 and Service Pack 4….


Please have 2 partitions, Drive C will be where the exchange program resides and Drive D is where the database and everything else is.





Once you have through all the steps, you will know what to put on Drive D:





Install the Service Pack  4 later after you go through these steps.. 








When Trusty completely dies,  Trusty should be turned off at this point. Bring up Monstro.


Copy both the ip addresses (internal and external) of Trusty to Monstro.  Rename Monstro to Trusty.  The renaming of the machine is

Proceed with installation …. Insert the Exchange Server CD…











Choose Exchange Server
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Choose Complete/Custom…. And choose the default directory.
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This is the complete/custom --- screen…. Choose Everything except Outlook Web Access
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Enter   All 1’s for CDKEY











Since we are going to use the same database, the organization name and the site name must be the same. 
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Make sure that all the files location points to D-drive instead of C-drive.





The path below is right, but it should be on D- drive…
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Exit Exchange Server Install 








Open  Exchange Administrator  by clicking  Start -( Programs ( Exchange





Type Trusty as the server to connect to.
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File---> New Other ---> Internet Service
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At this point in your Network Setting  on NT… under TCP/IP ---  make sure you 


 enter the DNS entry for NT.





Make sure that there is something written for host and domain name. It doesn’t


Matter what..
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This next screen may or may not appear. It depends on what you do. 


Whether it shows up or not.. it is ok.
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You are now done.
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NOW Install Service PACK 4











Then install the VERITAS BACKUP AGENT ALSO so that you can restore
